The Institute will also
support one Early Fellowship that in 2022 will be awarded by OWSD (Organization for Women in
Science for the Developing World), a UNESCO program, to a woman who has completed her PhD in
STEM subjects and is employed in one Science and Technology Lagging Countries (STLCs), to enable
her to pursue research in her own country.
